Advanced Placement Course Agreement
College Board Advanced Placement courses provide college level studies for high school students who are ready to do college level work.  AP courses are taught using college level materials and strategies that will prepare students to take College Board Advanced Placement Examinations.  Colleges consider AP courses the most rigorous college preparation, even if a student does not choose to take the Exam.  Research shows that AP students have a greater retention of 3.0 or better college averages than non-AP students.  The Gwinnett County Board of Education awards a ten point bonus to all AP report card grades as an incentive for students to complete these challenging college level classes.

Typically, successful AP students are task-oriented, proficient readers with good study habits who are able to prioritize their time and who have parental support.  If a part time job is necessary, AP students have a better chance of academic success if they limit the number of hours they work per week.
