Assignment:
1. Note Taking
You will be asked to write on each of these works in the first few weeks of fall semester.  Therefore, taking effective notes while you read will make your analysis more efficient and save you time.  Consider tracking character development and reoccurring images, symbols, or motifs, and identify important quotations and other clues to themes.  Keep a record of important page numbers. DO NOT SIMPLY SUMMARIZE PLOT! You will be expected to submit your reading notes at the beginning of fall semester.  Your analysis should be the result of your own thoughtful consideration of each work.  Do not read criticism or work gathered from websites.  You should be prepared to discuss and write about these works using your personal response and insight about this literature.

All notes are expected to be completed by the end of the first week of Fall Semester.
